Expos industry in the United Arab Emirates
The UAE accounts for 50% of the expos held in the Middle East

The Emirates, in the coming five wears, will account for 50 of the expos and conferences industry in the Middle East region,
whilst the secoor will create 36 thousand job opportunities inside the saie,

Furthermore, the total value of the investments in the expos and conferences sector has reached 10 billion Dollars in Abu
Dihabi, Dubai and Sharjah, themby represanting 2% of the gros domestic produce of the countries according to 2012
estimates.

The picneering role of the LWAE in the expos industry at the regional and global level is attributable to manifold factors,
mast importanthy, the geographic loation which enables our country to be an open gateway linking the east and west, and
a global and regional center for irmestment, exporting and e-egpaorting, not to mention the availabilicy of an integrated
structure and infrastnucture in terms of naval ports, airports, a roads, transportation and communications netwaork that is
underpinned by sacurity, sability and cultural harmory in our diverse socisty.

The development of the expos and conferences industry in the UAE and its attainment of global smndards, is a good
indicator of the growth witnessed by all the economic sectors in the country and the fundamental linkage of the sacoor with
performance levels in terms of all economic activities

The LIAE government continues to devote deep care and attention to the expos and conferences secoor which represanis
‘the foremast pramising economic arena that is expected to exarcise a ggnificant influence on development, providing job
opportunities for the dtizen, in addition to contributing to energizing economic growth and auxiliary services.
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The annual growth rate of the GOP of the Gulif Cooperation Coundil states witnessed a dedine from around 7.4% in 2011 to
5.3% in 2012, 5audi Arabia accounted for 48% of the increase of the GOP of the GCC countries, whilst the UAE accounted
for around 25,

And for the first time, the value of GCOC exports was a trillion Dollars by the end of 2012, representing an increase from
232 billion Dollars in 2011, which is the equivalent of approx mately two-fold the exports of those countries in 2009, which
amouwnted to 526 billion Dollars. In fact, the UAE accounts for a third of the exports of the GOC. Besides, the total oil and
other exports in the energy sector of the GOC rose to record levels, whereby theyamounted to #22 billion Dollars at the end
of 2012, compared to G44 billion Dollars in 20171

The anticipated trade surplus of the Gulf cowntries in 2012 amounts to around 558 billion Dollars, companred to 529 billion
Dollars in 2011, which also represents a record level. However, the services account remained in a defidt situation whilst the
remittances of workers in the Gulf couniries rached the record level of 77 billion Dallarsin 2012, and the current account
surplus amounted to 345 billion Dollars which mpresants 2% of the GDP of those countries.

The expenditures of the budgets of the GCC countries reached a record level of 427 billion Daollars compared to 467 billion
Dollars in 2017, Mevercheless, the budgets' surplus amounted ©o 222 billion Dollars which isthe equivalent of 14.3% of the
GOP of those countries, which reflects the substantial rise in the revenues of the energy sector.

The il production of the GCC sates thatare OPEC members rose to 16.3 million barrels aday in August 2012, but dedined
to 15.2 million barrels in January 2013

Gulf gross domestic product: 1.48 trillion Dollars in 2012

The Gulf gross domestic produc in 20012 amownted ©o around 1.48 trillion Dollars whilss the gross domestic produc of
the United Arab Emirates amounted to 376 billion Dollars in 2012, the Kuwaiti was 177 billion Dallars, the S5audi was 642
billion Dwollars, the CQatari was 200 billion Dollars, the Omani was 81 billion Dollars, and finally the Bahraini GDP was 27
billion Dhollars

The economies of the GCC economies achieved good rates of growth amounting to 5.5% in the previous vear, where the
Gulf gross domestic product was 148 trillion Dollars whilss the total daily produdion of oil for the GCC states was 161
million barrels.

The net current account surplus rose to 378 billion Dollars. Maoreover, the total Gulf foreign assets increased to 2.2 trillion
Dollars

There wemr record levels of oil production by the GOC countries in 2012, whereby the average daily production of the GCC
countries was around 17 million barrels a day, and the gros domestic product of the GCC increased by the end of the
previous year to around 1.56 trillion Dollars compared to 1.44 rillion Dollars in 20011, In general, the economy of the GCC
states rose to 12ch place globally after Canada which occupies 11th place

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia accounts for 47% of the Gulf states economy, the UAE 23%, Carar 12% Kuwait 11%, Oman
5%, and Bahrain 2%.
